In addition, JMC gave the JTS a mandate to form conditions regarding budget reductions for personnel costs including proposed budget reductions by the assessors and to transform the conditions set by external experts in case the conditions were not clear enough and in order to unify the conditions, if appropriate.  

JMC conferred a mandate on the JTS to check the meeting of conditions with the lead partners.
