· Explanation about 20% adjacent regions will be added since the application can also be rejected if 20% is exceeded at the level of programme.
· There will be no limitation regarding the number of applications in which the same institution can participate.

· The projects eligible for participation in the programme will be those with the duration of maximum 15 months from the date of the approval of the JMC.

· The duration of the 3rd Call will be two to two and a half months.

· A suspensive clause regarding the 2013 allocation for Croatia will be added.
